Lenore Von Stein (singer/composer/director) is the artistic/executive director of 1687, Inc. 

Von Stein began her artistic career as an actor and playwright.  She originated the role in Samuel Beckett’s monologue The Expelled.  Her own play, The Adventures of Mae Witt was produced in NYC in 1987; her chamber opera The Faith of Whores was produce in Massachusetts in 1997. Currently Von Stein constructs collages using improvised and composed music, lyrics, and stories. Von Stein’s CD recordings include: I Haven’t Been Able to Lie and Tell the Truth (2002), The Electronic-Acoustic Ensemble (1997); Blind Love = Porno? Bern Nix held one of the two guitar seats (from 1975 to 1987) in the original edition(s) of Ornette Coleman's band Prime Time.  Nix's album as leader "Alarms and Excursions" on New World Records features Fred Hopkins and Newman Baker.

Andrew Bolotowsky (flute) co-directed the Criterion Series at the Guggenheim Museum and has recorded for Orion Recordings, Golden Age Records, Opus I, and Station Hill Records.  He has performed with the Pan American, Westchester Philharmonic, and Brooklyn Philharmonic orchestras and has worked with Downtown Music Productions, Music Downtown, the American Festival of Microtonal Music, Muse (Colonial American Music), the Delbarton Baroque Ensemble, and New Amsterdam Baroque.
